Brief Report on Yoga Day

International Yoga Day is observed on the 21st of June every year. The School of Education, and
NSS Unit of Lingaya’s Vidyapeeth, Faridabad celebrated Yoga Day digitally by ensuring maximum
participation from all the departments from across the university.

A Career Counselling Session was organized by the School of Education and NSS
Unit of Lingayas Vidyapeeth, Faridabad. On 12 Feb 2021 in the campus. After
the session a campus visit also conducted to make the students familiar with the
various career opportunities.

The students had provided feedback regarding the session and their visit to
Lingayas Vidyapeeth. The feedback was analysed and illustrated with tables,
figures and related interpretation thereof.

Responses of 25 students on the 10 items are provided in Tablel.

It is evident from table 1 that in total participants, 52% students belong to Art
stream and 48% students belong to Commerce stream. (Fig. 1)

The participant students had scored the marks between the range 51% to 74% in
their 10 Class exams.

Book reading (32%) has been emerged as the most favourite past time or hobby
by the students followed by studying (23%) and helping parents (14%).(Fig. 2)

(21%).(Fig. 3)
